Dear Dr. Hurst...

How can I have
whiter teeth?

"Now that I've got my braces off, how do
I make my teeth look whiter?"  If you
have ever wondered about this, you are
not alone.  According to the American
Dental Association, patients ask their
dentist about tooth whitening more than
any other topic.  This is because we are
constantly bombarded with ads and
movie stars who all have white teeth.
Additionally, our teeth tend to yellow as

we age, especially those who drink cof-
fee, tea, dark sodas or red wine.

There are several ways to whiten your
teeth.  You can chew it, paint it on, brush
it on, stick it on or sit in a dental chair for
an hour with a light shining on our face.
Which of these really work the best?
Let's talk about each of these:

• Chewing gums and toothpastes are 
really not very effective.  They do not
whiten the teeth but they may clean off
some stains that are on the outside of the
teeth.  A good dental cleaning does this
much better so I recommend seeing your
dentist regularly (every 4 to 6 months) for
cleanings.  Cost of gum or paste = $2.00
to $8.00.

• Crest White Strips and other over the
counter whitening strip items do work
quite well, usually good results appear in
about one week.  They contain the same
active ingredient that you get from your
dentist but in an over the counter
strength.  We have seen a number of our
teenage patients have good success with

these.  The biggest drawback is that they
are hard to keep on your teeth and may
not be as effective as what your dentist
can prescribe.  The cost for these = $20.00
to $25.00.

• Bleaching trays and bleach prescribed
by your general dentist give you the most
options and work the best.  They require
a few appointments.  They work well and
allow you to do additional bleaching at
any time. This is especially true if your
have crowns, fillings, or extremely dark
stains.  Everybody's teeth will respond
differently. The cost of this is about $500.

There are no serious side effects with
tooth whitening and it is considered safe
for teens and adults.  Many people 
experience some level of sensitivity after
bleaching but this usually only lasts a
day or two.  One tip to help with the 
sensitivity is to brush immediately after
with fluoride toothpaste or use ACT 
fluoride rinse.  So, if you want your teeth
to be "pearly white", ask your general
dentist.  They are the experts in this area
and can help you get the best results.

The glue was
white, thick and clear.  The glue also 
tasted yucky and was very warm.  She
put the brackets on my teeth.  The brack-
ets were silver and metal.  Dr. Hurst, the
orthodontist, put on my wires and the
colored rubber bands.  Dr. Hurst walked
away.  The assistant told me to rinse out
my mouth and gave me a bag full of 
dental items.  The bag had dental floss, a
tooth scrubber, toothbrush, toothpaste and
instructions on how to care for my braces.
She told me what I could eat and what
not to eat.  I walked into the waiting room
and my mom and brother were very
impressed.

I thanked the ortho-
dontist assistant and the orthodontist.

Conclusion
